Making the Team
-There are no cuts on the wrestling team

- Varsity Lineups are determined by wrestle-offs
A wrestler must have no make-up practices to be able to wrestle-off

-Coaches reserve the right to make line-up changes during dual meets as 
needed

Wrestler Expectations
-Wrestlers are expected to be at ALL practices and meets. Home meets include 

breakdown and clean up
-Wrestlers are expected to maintain their academics. DO NOT use academics as 

excuse for falling behind in wrestling or wrestling as an excuse for falling behind in 
the classroom

-Know that you are a representative of your school, your family, and your team. 
Make them proud by giving maximum effort in all things you do

Training Gear
-Shorts should have no pockets for safety reasons

-You will work hard, you may want to bring an extra shirt to change into
-Headgear must be worn at ALL times (headgear may be issued or bought)

-Mouthpieces are required if you have braces



Wrestler Expectations (cont.)
-Staph infections, including MRSA, are a concern for wrestlers. 

-Our mats are mopped twice a day using proper cleansing formulas. 
-Wrestlers should take personal hygiene very seriously during the 

season. 
-HOT showers should be taken following every practice. 

-Practice gear, including knee and arm pads, should be washed daily.
-Check your skin daily, any questionable areas should be brought to 

the attention of a coach or doctor
-GHSA requires certain forms to be presented in the case of skin

Wrestler Expectations (cont.)
-All wrestlers must have their weight certified (was completed 1-/26)

-Improper weight loss is not recommended or supported by the 
coaching staff

-There is a right way and a wrong way to achieve and maintain proper 
weight control

-Improper weight loss can not only effect your ability to compete 
successfully but can effect your long term health

-Ask your coaches about suggestions for weight control 



Parent Expectations

-Sign up for mandatory events for concessions and/or gate
-Help attract sponsors to the program

-Support your wrestler and his team at all events possible
-Become an active participant in the Booster Club
